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INTRODUCTION

Section 92 (3) of the Local Government Act (Act 462) envisages the implementation of the
Composite Budget System under the which the budgets of the departments of the District
Assemblies would be integrated into the budgets of the District Assemblies. The District

Composite Budget System would achieve the following amongst bothers:

» Ensure that public funds follow functions to give meaning to the transfer of staff

transfer from the Civil Service to the Local Government Service;

» Establish an effective integrated budgeting system that will support intended goals,

expectation and performance of government at the local level;

» Deepen the uniform approach to planning, budgeting, financial reporting and auditing;

» Facilitate and harmonized development as well as introduce fiscal prudence in the

management of public funds at the MMDA Level.

In 2012, the Government directed all Metropolitan, Municipal and District Assemblies (MMDAs)
to prepare the Composite Budget which integrates departments under Schedule one (1) of the
Local Government (Departments District Assemblies) (Commencement) Instrument, 2009, (LI

The Biakoye District Assembly was carved out of the Jasikan District in 2007. It was established

by a Legislative Instrument (L.I.) 1910 on the 1°t of November, 2007. The district was

inaugurated in March, 2011 with the capital situated at Nkonya-Ahenkro.

Location and Size

The District is located in the middle part of the Volta Region of Ghana and lies within longitude
0° 15 E and 0 45° E and latitude 6 45° N and 7 15° N. It shares common boarders with the
Hohoe and Jasikan Districts to the east, Kpando to the south, Kadjebi and Krachi East Districts to

the North and the Volta Lake to the west. The total surface land area is about 1000 sq/km.

Population

The District’s population, based on the 2010 Population and Housing Census, is 65,901
comprising 32,844 females and 33,057 males representing 49.8% and 50.2% respectively. There
are 15,495 dwelling units/houses in the district with an estimated average household size of
